scholarship.

Experienced TASC District I1I sponsor (4- current years) can only apply for the
TASC State Advisor’s Workshop.

. If applying for the TASC State Advisor’s Workshop, the sponsor must provide

receipts for registration and for hotel.

Scholarship applications must have the advisor’s signature and the principal’s
signature.
